2. Rehearsal:

Candidates are required to report to the University on 1st November 2025 at 10:00 A.M.
to participate in the rehearsal. Attendance in the rehearsal is mandatory.

3. Collection of Ceremonial Dress and Materials:

« Candidates must collect their ceremonial 777¢} and 37gv=% from the Dress Code
Committee on 1st November 2025 between 10:00 A.M. and 05:00 P.M. to ensure
participation in the rehearsal.

* No separate payment is required for the ceremonial attire.

« After the Convocation Ceremony, candidates may retain the ceremonial g7l and
STV,

4. Non-collection Clause:

Candidates failing to collect their ceremonial gown and cap on the prescribed date shall
not be permitted to attend the rehearsal or the Convocation Ceremony.

5. Convocation Entry Pass:

It is mandatory for all participating candidates to carry a printout of the Convocation
Entry/Pass, which can be downloaded or received via email after the submission of
the online application form.

6. Invitees:

Each candidate may be accompanied by a maximum of two guests. All accompanying
persons must carry valid Government-issued ID cards for entry.
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. Discipline and Conduct:

» Candidates must be properly dressed as per the prescribed uniform, line up in an orderly
manner, and follow all instructions given by the faculty-in-charge until they are called
to join the Academic Procession.

* Please maintain the solemnity and dignity of the occasion at all times.
